This could be pictures,
diagrams, explanations, methods etc. They
can be as creative as they want to be.

® Practise counting forwards and backwards
from any given number in 10s.

e Complete the set Reading activities for this week
on Study Ladder.

eYou could share a story every day. This could be a
chapter book where you read and discuss a chapter
a day.

elisten to your child read and let them discuss what
they have read. Encourage them to read with
expression and intonation.

e Watch Newsround and discuss what is happening
in the wider world.

® Get your child to read an ebook on Oxford Owl,
discuss what your child enjoyed about the book.
(You will need to set up a username and password to
get free access to this)

® Explore new vocabulary you find when reading.
What are the origins of this word? Can it be
modified? Can you find any synonyms or antonyms
for your new word?

e With your child, look in magazines, newspapers
and books for new vocabulary they are unfamiliar
with. They could use a highlighter to highlight in
magazines and newspapers. Make a list of new
words learnt and their definitions at the back of
their English books.
