MAKING READING A DAILY ROUTINE

e Set a Regular Time:

o Engage Before Reading:

o Talk as You Read:
Ask open-ended questions to encourage understanding. For example, "What do you think will
happen next?" or "How did the character feel?"

e Check for Understanding:
Periodically, ask your child to explain what you have just read together to ensure they comprehend
the text.

e Discuss the Story:
Talk about the book's plot, characters, and themes. Did your child enjoy it? What were their
favourite parts and why?

e Retell the story:
Encourage your child to retell the story in their own words.
