Expressive Arts and Design 
We will be learning to: 

• Tell our own stories using the toys 
around us. 

• Use the construction toys to build 
models of our ideas. 

• Draw faces, people and objects.  

• Represent emotions in our art work. 
E.g. colours which make us happy, 
sad 

• Tap out rhythms and keep in time to 
a beat when playing instruments 
and singing songs. 

• Change familiar songs to include our 
own ideas. 

Personal, Social and Emotional 
Development 

We will be learning to: 

• Talk about our feelings, using 
words like happy, sad, angry. 

• Talk to the children we are 
playing with.  

• Talk about ourselves and our 
home. 

• Choose activities and resources 
without the help of a grown up.  

• Take turns and share.  

• Follow the class rules and 
understand why they are 
important. 

 

Understanding the World 
We will be learning to: 

• Talk about people who are 
important in our lives. 

• Talk about important things that 
have happened to us.  
(E.g. birthdays, holidays, a special 
day out, a hospital visit) 

• Notice similarities and make 
comparisons between families 

• Find features of their environment 
on a simple map or oblique aerial 
photograph.

Communication and Language

(syllables)

sounds) 

• Read from left to right and top to 
bottom. 

• Give meaning to the print we see 
in the environment. (e.g. 
advertising logos, brand names)

Characteristics of effective teaching and learning  
 
The characteristics of teaching and learning underpin learning and development across all areas and support children to be effective and motivated 
learners. Observations of how children learn are used to enhance the environment and plan future activities to extend the children’s learning through 
play. The three characteristics of effective teaching and learning are: 

 
• Playing and exploring - children investigate and experience things, and ‘have a go’  

 
• Active learning - children concentrate and keep on trying if they encounter difficulties, and enjoy achievements 
 

• Creating and thinking critically - children have and develop their own ideas, make links between ideas, and develop strategies for doing things
