During this term, children will continue to work on 
recalling and using multiplication and division facts 
for the 3, 4 and 8 times tables. We will move onto 

money where children will learn how to convert 
between pounds and pence. In our statistics unit, 
children will interpret and present data using bar 
charts, pictograms and tables. In our length unit, 

children will convert between single and mixed units 
and compare, order, add and subtract measurements 
of length. In our  unit, children will count 
up and down in tenths, recognise and show, using 

diagrams, equivalent fractions with small 
denominators and add and subtract fractions.

Our first focus text will be
