Dear Parent/Carer 

 

Year 6 – Challenge Academy - Baggeridge Adventure   

 

As an end of year celebration for Year 6, 6M and 6A will be visiting Challenge Academy at Baggeridge Adventure on 

Wednesday 8th July 2026. We will be travelling by coach (Stevens Coaches) and supervised during the visit by Mrs 

Monk, Miss Adelowo, Mr Flavell and support staff alongside the trained staff at the centre. Both male and female 

staff can therefore supervise toileting. During the visit, children will take part in a range of exciting outdoor learning 

activities such as high ropes, obstacle courses, 3m aerial traverses, a mini rope course, nets adventure, bouldering 

wall, an opportunity to take the ‘leap of faith’ if they are feeling brave enough and also engage in other exciting team 

building activities. It will be a fantastic opportunity to celebrate coming to the end of their time at primary school 

with their friends before heading off on their next adventures. 

We will be leaving school at 9:10am and returning by end of the normal school day (3.20pm). The cost of the visit 

and travel will be £29 which is payable via the School Gateway App from now and must be paid no later than 

Monday 8th June. Non-payment may result in this visit having to be cancelled. 

Children should attend school wearing suitable clothing for outdoor activities such as tracksuit bottoms/leggings, t-

shirt, jumper and suitable footwear (trainers). Depending on the weather, a suitable outdoor coat may be required 

along with suncream which can be applied before school if necessary.  

 

All children will require a packed lunch including drinks for this visit.  If your child is entitled to free school meals, 

please complete the slip below indicating your preference.  If you do not return a slip, no lunch will be provided. 

 

In order for your child to attend the visit, you will need to return a completed Specific Consent Form. This will be 

sent out at the beginning of the Summer term to ensure we have the most up-to-date information. If your child 

requires medication to be administered during the day, an offsite medication form must also be completed 

nearer to the visit.
