


The focus for Maths this week is continuing with Measurements.
This week in maths we are going o be sticking with measurements and like the rest of the
children in ¥Year 2, we will still be looking at time. Our main objects that we want you to focus

on over the weel are:

» Being able to identify day and night time.

» Knowing the days of the week in the correct order.

» For children to order activities they do in their day for example knowing that breakfast
comes before brushing their teeth.

Activities that you might want to do to help you reach these goals could be:
Drawing pictures of something your child does in the day time (maybe this is geing for a walk or
watching TV) aond then something they do af night time (like reading a story book in bed or sleeping).

Y¥ou may also want to find some different objects from around the house for your child to sort inte o
night time group and a day time group. The objects might include: shoes, o drinking cup. pillow, PT's, a
teddy bear, pencils and a story book.

The days of the week an different pieces of paper and getting your child to order these in the right
erder. ¥You might want to turn this into a game so you take it in turns. ¥ou might order some for them

and get your child to fill in the blanks.
To challenge your child o little further you might wart fo use the days of the week as spellings this weesk.

Crow some pictures that represent different points of their day on different pieces of paper and
then get vaur child to order them.

In school we have o visual time table, this is a list of what we are deing throughout the day with a

picture attached to it. ¥You might want to create one of these for home.

It you find that your child has achieved all of the bullet points you moy want te challenge them to
=tart telling the time with o clock. Some slides to help start you of f are attached in the PowerPoint.




Here is a clock without any
hands. Notice how the
numbers go from 1 to 12.
This is because in time, we go
from 1 o’clock to 12 o’clock.
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Imagine the time being shown
on a number line. Here the
hand is pointing somewhere at
3 o’clock. What time will it be
in 2 hours time? What time will
it be in 3 hours time? What
happens when we get to 12
o’clock? Does time stop?
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No the time doesn’t stop at 12. It goes
back to 1!

Because the time goes back to 1 after
12, a clock is a number line made into a
circle, so it can keep going round, back
to 1 after 12.
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In one hour, the hour hand (the little hand) moves from one
number to the next. Let’s practise counting around the clock.
Don’t forget to start at 1 o’clock!

Now, let’s look at the clock with hands on! Today, we are going to be
looking at hour hand (the little hand). When it is o’clock, for any hour,

the big hand will always point at the 12.
